Why should we pray?

Talking to 
God using the ACTS model (adoration, confession, thanks-
giving, supplication) helps us establish a pattern of pray-
er.

We think a good prayer space should have a cross, candles, 
verses on the wall, comfy furniture w/cushions, plants, 
calming music or instruments, a board to write/post pray-
er requests, Bibles, songbooks, prayer books, youth lead-
er, pastor or volunteers available to help.

We could gather items from what we already have and 
raise funds for new items needed to furnish the space,  
always be open for anyone in need but allow for scheduled 
signup times, supply Bibles and prayer resources. 

What top 3 things should we pray for? 
We should pray for our relationship with God and His guid-
ance, the Fruits of the Spirit, pray that our move goes 
smoothly, pray for more people coming to our school, peo-
ple in need, thank Jesus for His love in dying on the cross 
and rising up again 

What top 3 attitudes should we pray for? 
We should have an attitude of thankfulness for everything 
God gives us, have a love for God and other people, and 
being helpful.

Bus Transportation: Please call

School Dismissal: Students not picked up 
by a parent/caregiver by 3:40 p.m. will 
automatically be enrolled into the Before 
and After School Care and the parents will 
be billed accordingly. The fee is to be 
paid by purchasing a card or exact change 
upon pickup.

July 5 - 7: A team of volunteers to assemble & install 
furnishings, unpack resources. Two drivers to make 
runs to the storage facility.  Lunch will be provided.
