Bus Transportation: Please call 
Phoenix Transportation (905-
697-0503), by 7:00 AM if your 

child will not be taking the bus to school. 
Give the Bus route (701-Immanuel), your 
child(ren)’s name(s) and bus stop loca-
tion. If your child is not taking the bus 
home you must inform the school office 
by 3 p.m. to avoid confusion. 
 
School Dismissal: Students not picked up 
by a parent/caregiver by 3:40 p.m. will 
automatically be enrolled into the Before 
and After School Care and the parents will 
be billed accordingly. The fee is to be 
paid by purchasing a card or exact change 
upon pickup. 

Club  MED (Before & After 
School Care) is available from 
7:00 - 8:35 AM  and from 3:30 - 

6:00 PM Monday to Friday. The cost for 1 
child is  $6, $7.50 for 2 children and $9 
for 3 children per half hour. Cards must 
be prepaid and include 10 hours of ser-
vice,1 child $120, 2 children $150 and 
three children is $180.
